Common Legacy Gift‘ Options
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@ Bequests or Living (Revocable) Trusts

A gift through your Will or Living (Revocable) Trust perpetuates your support for Temple Beth Ahm
Yisrael while yielding possible estate tax advantages. You can bequeath a specific dollar amount,
or a portion of what remains after your obligations to others are fulfilled.

You can include the Temple in your Will or Living (Revocable) Trust by using the following sample
language:

“| give, devise and bequeath [specific dollar amount/ specific assets/ % of the residue of my
estate / or all of the residue of my estate] to Temple Beth Ahm Yisrael, located at 60 Temple Drive,
Springfield, NJ 07081.”

@ Retirement Plan Assets

With careful planning you can avoid unnecessary income taxes and possible estate taxes that
would otherwise be incurred by your spouse or other members of your family. By naming Temple
Beth Ahm Yisrael as beneficiary of your qualified retirement plan (e.g., profit sharing plan, 401 (k)
plan, etc.) and/or individual retirement account (“IRA”), the gift becomes completely exempt from
income tax, estate tax and generation-skipping transfer tax.

@ Life Insurance

When properly arranged, life insurance offers an attractive way to leverage relatively low premium
payments to make a gift to Temple Beth Ahm Yisrael. If you no longer need the insurance that you
own, you may want to name the Temple as a beneficiary or contingent beneficiary of your life
insurance policy. Any benefit the Temple receives from your insurance will be excluded from your
taxable estate.

By taking the additional step of naming the Temple as irrevocable beneficiary and owner of your
life insurance policy, you obtain an income tax charitable deduction equal to either the policy’s
cash surrender value or replacement value. If additional premiums are due, you can deduct those
premiums made by you as charitable contributions each year.
